The children are well into learning the songs and words for our Christmas productions. You should 
receive a letter regarding costumes today. Thank you for your help with these, they always make 
such a difference. 
 
All performances will be held at the Trinity Church. We are very grateful to Rev. Hendry Pooniah 
and Ron Coleman for allowing us to use all the facilities for rehearsals and the performances. 
 
The dates for the performances are: 
Monday 14 December, at 9:30 - Year R parents to see “It’s a Baby”  
Monday 14 December, at 1:45 – Year 1 parents to see “Christmas Around the World”  
Tuesday 15 December, at 9:30 - Year 2 parents to see “Christmas Around the World”  
  
If you have children in both Year 1 and Year 2 you need only come to one performance as they will 
be the same.  If you have a child in Year R as well you are also welcome at “It’s a Baby”.   
                
Due to a limited amount of seating in the church, a maximum of two people per family can attend 
the performances. The tickets (programmes) will be issued on Tuesday 01 December via the book 
bags.  
 



There is no charge for the tickets.  However, if you would like to make a donation at the end of the 
concert, all proceeds will be sent to Naomi House, a local children’s hospice. 
  
You will be able to take your seats in the church from 9:00 a.m., for the morning’s performance and 
1:20 p.m. for the afternoon performance. Please remember to bring your tickets with you. To be 
fair to everyone we can only admit ticket holders.  
 
Please note – we regret that young children are not permitted to attend any of the 
performances as the layout of the church does not enable them to be taken out if they 
become upset or restless. We very much appreciate your co-operation in this matter. 
 
As in past years, we will provide a crèche facility. Please complete the slip below if you need to 
reserve places.  
 
Parents who use the crèche will need to go to the church first, where they will be able to reserve 
their seating before coming to the crèche in school. The crèche will open 10 minutes before the 
performance begins. Please ensure all buggies, etc., are left in school as there is not enough room 
for them at the church.  
 
We regret that videoing the performance will not be permitted as it is very distracting for both 
the audience and children and also won’t be feasible due to the seating arrangements in the church. 
However, a recording of the performances will be made which will be available for you to purchase 
on DVD at a cost of £5 each. If you would like to order a copy please complete and return the slip 
below by Wednesday 16 December. We regret that we will not be able to accept any orders after 
this date. The DVDs will be sent out via the book bags during the first week back in January.  
 
Please help us by ensuring your child has a coat each day. They will be walking to and from the 
church most days leading up to the performance. If it rains on any of the days the children are in 
costume, we will take the costumes over and change the children once in the church…..the show 
must go on!
